	Dyno-Rod report received following survey of drains outside Community Centre and submitted to 	MPC.  Two problems.  Drain outside kitchen is misaligned, causing a very bad smell; it requires to be 	dug out and replaced.  The outside drain on church side has tree root penetration preventing water 	to 	run off, affecting the toilets.  SR advised that Dyno-Rod quotation for initial remedials is £1,029.  	Three quotes required but each company would require a (chargeable) survey prior to quoting.  	Metro and Drain Doctor have been approached.  Issue is do we spend more money and then still 	use Dyno-Rod who are well known.  Building committee decision but nothing would or could be 	decided without full discussion with MPC, but MPC currently has no available representative to 	attend.  MCA meeting proposed for 22nd November, but this was put back pending another 	approach to MPC.  It was suggested that the relevant water companies should be approached to 	see if they in fact are responsible for the drain damaged by tree roots.  AB unavailable to report re 	potential dangers to health assessment 

	ACTION – AH to pursue with MPC;  AB - assessment re potential dangers to health;  SR to discuss 	with Anglia Water

	Trinity Phillips cleans the hall for a total of 3 hours weekly, normally 1.5 hours each on Wednesday 	and either Saturday/Sunday.  Flexible to suit hall bookings.  TP has previously worked at Yorkshire 	Wildlife Park and has been fully trained re cleaning and hygiene.
